
Three Major Syllable Patterns

1. One vowel followed by a 
consonant will make its 
short sound: hat.
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2. One vowel at the end of a

word or syllable will say
its name: me.
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3.  When a vowel is separated

from a silent letter e at the
end of the word by at least
one consonant, the first
vowel says its name:make.
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
